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WPC Wins City’s Auto Magic Contest!
Westminster Presbyterian Church has won the City’s 2010 Auto Magic program, a program designed to get people out of their vehicles and lower their carbon footprint when moving around our community. According to the letter from The Mayor this year participants saved 27,752 car miles. Using the average emission of 19.4 pounds of CO2 per gallon of gas burned, we helped prevent nearly twelve tons of CO2 from entering our atmosphere! WPC accounted for 17,394 of those miles and won the non commuter category of the contest. Congratulations, and a big thank you to all of you who participated!

As winners we have the right to tell the City where to spend $1,000 within the scope of the City’s budget. The Stewardship committee is reviewing the City’s budget to find the best opportunity to positively impact the community consistent with our mission.

It helps the environment by reducing pollutants and green house gasses. It helps reduce the demand for imported oil.
